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CNK: What kinds of homes did they have, s0 when you decided to g0 from one to
another, what were you choosing?

#9: Well just everybody took turns. Great-grandmother had a farm, and then shehadaa
little farm house, and we pumped our--. We had cold running water, and we pumped
most of our water. We had chores, and mine was feeding the chickens. Iwas kind of like
the spoiled farm kid that didn’t have to do a whole lot. But--. And then my sisters--.
Now my great—grandmother raised 40 some foster children. Raised my mom off and on, I
mean took they took turns and then us. Great-grandkids. Qo she was certainly not afraid
of work. My grandmother lived in a--. For along time over in a little place called . . .,
near... or.... In that area. And then they moved around some when my grandfather
had different jobs come up, but she ran bars most of the life, because my grandfather--.
My grandfather by marriage. He wasn’t my blood grandfather. And he had a drinking
problem sO pretty much my grandmother took care of the family. As my great-
grandmother took care of her family. As my mom took care of her family. So even
though they had men in their lives, the women Wwere the the matriarchs, the breadwinners,
and took care of the family so. 1 had a lot of influence--. Strong influence froma
woman’s perspective and as far as strength strength and work and dedication to the family
and going on with your lives. So my grandmother eventually moved to . ..« And
then she lived various places here, but then ended up living her across the river. Which
was--. We were close We were like neighbors when my mom and my grandmother lived
like a block apart. And then my mom, W€ livedin . ... Welived in a little apartment for

awhile as kids until we were 7 and then we moved--. Bought a house and moved to that
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
