Name of Course: ECN302 - Health Economics

RATIONALE:

A study of the health care market and health policy using the economic concepts of demand-supply, individual
choice, uncertainty, asymmetry information and moral hazard.

College of Information Technology and Engineering
Name of Course: ENGR 330 - Engineering Research

RATIONALE:

The course is designed to provide the undergraduate engineering student with an opportunity to participate in
engineering research projects.

Name of Course: SFT461 - Workers Compensation

RATIONALE:

Introductory principles of workers’ compensation and how it relates to the safety professional.

College of Liberal Arts
Name of Course: ENG314 - Intro to Professional Writing

RATIONALE:
An introductory course on the basic elements and types of professional writing, such as technical writing, non-
profit writing, business writing, digital writing, scientific writing, and document design.
