He also said stu-
dents should be familiar with their insur-
ance plans because some may provide com-
pensation for stolen property.

“Sometimes if it’s a real high-price item
we can list it into the national crime infor-
mation center,” Ballou said. “If there’s a se-
rial number or model number on it, we can
enter it, and there’s a possibility we can get it
back if it shows up.”

Ballou added that the odds are not good if
items are stolen from a car. Only about 10 to 20
percent of victims have their things returned.

Mitchell said that social
justice isn’t a cause that just spe-
cifically concerns Christians, but
involves everyone.

Higher One service for ID
cards benefits students

The Higher One service of the Mar-
shall student ID card is an enigma, a
blessing of modern student finance
that can become a curse if not used

properly.

Financial aid refunds are adminis-
tered through Higher One primarily
because Marshall lacks the resources to
get the money to the students efficiently.

Bob Collier, assistant director of
student financial systems, said the uni-
versity’s partnership with Higher One
helps expedite financial aid to students.
While paper checks are still available,
aid is also offered through direct de-
posit to the student ID or a personal

bank account.

“The benefit of Higher One is seen.
60 percent of students use the service
and they are getting students their
money quicker than ever,” Collier said.
“Putting money on the student ID can
get there quickly and avoids the incon-
venience of having multiple cards to

keep track of”

Higher One, who partners with more
than 90 colleges and universities, is in
its final semester of a five-year, contract
with the university. Whethet:it will be
the service provider for fall semester is

uncertain.

“It used to be that everybody was giv-
en checks by the university, but this was
not practical because of the university’s
reach,” said Bob Dorado, campus card

For the next month, Drinko Li-
brary is running a trial session of
Gale Databases and is relying on
student and faculty feedback to
determine the desire for a future
subscription.

Gale is a series of academic search
engines geared toward specific disci-,
plines including English, marketing,
sociology, business and nursing.

Among the search engines is a
database called “Global Issues in
Context” that searches through
media pages, country pages and in-
ternational newspapers in order to
provide background information for
current events. Currently, there is
no other resource like this available
through Drinko Library.

“It gives people a sense of what is
out there that we dont have,” said
Christine Lewis, technical services
team lead and acquisitions librarian.

There is also an engine called the
“Dictionary of Literary Biography
Complete Online” that allows ‘stu-
dents to search for authors based on
the author’s name, title, birth and
death dates, nationality and gender.

The Gale Databases can be found
by navigating to the Marshall Li-
brary home page and following the
“Trial Databases” hyperlink. The
trial period lasts for 30 days.

Adding to Marshall’s databases is
one of Lewis’ goals for the next fiscal
year. “I'm trying to offer more data-

The pair of Jessica Keener and
Deanna Bailey is also undefeated
so far this season with a 9-8 ad-
vantage over Cincinnati’s Jenni-
fer Rowen and Elizabeth Young
at the No. 2.

HATTIESBURG, Miss. — Marshall Univer-
sity’s men’s basketball team will take
on the Southern Miss Golden Eagles
Tuesday night at 9 p.m. The game will
be televised live from Hattiesburg,
Miss., by CSS (Comcast Channel 68 in
Huntington).

Southern Miss and Marshall will
meet for the eighth time, with Mar-
shall holding a 4-3 advantage. In Hat-
tiesburg, the series is tied 1-1. Last
year, Southern Miss won the only
meeting, defeating Marshall, 63-58, in
Huntington.

Southern Miss enters Tuesday night's
game with a 12-6 record and is 2-2 in
C-USA. The Golden Eagles defeated
Montana State 68-60 last Saturday.

Craig Craft recorded game-highs of
20 points and nine rebounds. Court-
ney Beasley scored 18 points, while
R.L. Horton added 13 points. Jeremy
Wise contributed eight assists.

Wise is eighth in the conference

.with 16.6 points per game, while also
averaging 4.8 assists. Beasley is av-

eraging 13.9 points and grabbing a
team-high 6.6 rebounds, while R.L.

Horton is adding 11.4 points. Craft is .

5,
rebounds.
The Golden Eagles are averaging 67.7

points ‘per game, while allowing 61.6. .
Southern Miss is hitting 72.1-percent '

The matchup with Marshall
will be their final at home before taking
a two-game road trip to UTEP on Satur-
day and East Carolina Feb. 4.

Marshall enters the game with a
9-10 record and is 2-2 in confer-
ence. The Thundering Herd is com-
ing off of a 87-69 loss at UCF Sun-
day afternoon.

Junior guard Chris Lutz led Marshall
with 20 points. Lutz also had three re-
bounds and one assist. Freshman guard
Dago Pena scored 13 points and had
two assists.

Senior forward Markel Humphrey
and freshman guard Shaquille Johnson
each added 12 points. Johnson also con-
tributed a game-high nine assists.

Junior forward Tyler Wilkerson is
Marshall’s leading scorer with 10.6
points while also pulling down a
team-high 6.1 rebounds. Freshman
guard Damier Pitts averages 10.5
points.

The Herd shot 47.1 percent from be-
hind the charity stripe compared to 90.9
percent from UCF. The Knights also led
in field goal percentage, 58.3 compared
to Marshall’s 45.6.

As a team, MU is shooting
44.0-percent while allowing its op-
ponents to shoot 47.1-percent from
the field. The Thundering Herd is
scoring 71.1 points per game while
allowing 70.9.

‘Magazine creator Greg Perry reflects on

memorable events in Marshall athletics

Photos of Chad Pennington, Randy
Moss and Byron Leftwich have graced the
covers of Herd Insider magazine, and af-
ter 10 years of publication it’s still going
strong.

Creator Greg Perry started the magazine
more than a decade ago while working for
the Cats’ Pause, a fan publication of the
University of Kentucky.

Upon the suggestion of a co-worker,
Perry decided a similar publication could
work at Marshall University, and thus the
Herd Insider magazine was born.

“Marshall fans needed to see the great
moments in Marshall*sports as if they had
their very own Sports Illustrated-type pub-
lication,” Perry said.

Now, 10 years later, the Herd Insider has
become a very successful fan publication
in its own right, printing a retrospective
“Ten Years of Herd Insider” calendar in
December of 2008. Success, however, did
not come easy.

“The biggest challenge was trying to sell
others in the community on the need for
something that had never existed,” Perry
said. “We just kept our efforts focused on
doing the best publication we could, and
kept limping along those critical first three
years.”

After Perry secured a small business
loan from First Sentry Bank of Hunting-
ton and formed a partnership with Kin-
dred Communications in 2002, every-
thing was in place for a successful business
to emerge.

After finding a niche, building a circula-
tion and assembling a top-notch staff, in-
cluding his retired parents, Gerry and Ruth
Perry, the Herd Insider had all the pieces of
a successful business.

“I'm in charge of subscriptions and deal

with things like renewals,” Ruth Perry said.
“Greg’s dad gets the paper to M&M Mail-
ing in South Point, Ohio, and they make it
and mail them out to the subscribers. We
also have someone who delivers copies of
(the Insider) to the advertisers around the
Huntington area”

With other forms of media already cov-
ering Marshall athletics, Perry had to rely
on some of his own skills to start things off
in the right direction.

“My photographic skills were what
drove the idea and development of Herd
Insider from the beginning,” Perry said.
“A publication with really solid photos
could work, since everybody remembers
photos.”

A key to Greg Perry’s success with the
Herd Insider may be as simple as expect-
ing the best from one’s business and never
taking that success for granted when it is
achieved.

“I am blown away every time I see a
Marshall fan who tells us how much he or
she loves Herd Insider,” Perry said. “In the
day and age of the Internet, print publica-
tions are still viable and still have an effect
on people.”

Perry’s good fortune is also a reflec-
tion of the Huntington community and
its continuing commitment to local
success.

“Once people in Huntington accept
you, they wrap their arms around you
and hold on tight” Perry said.. “It took
a few years to get there, and there were
times ‘when I truly believed that Herd
Insider was not meant to be, but in all
honesty I wouldn’t change a single thing
about our first 10 years. It has provided
the greatest business education one could
ever receive.”

Herd baseball’s Lape receives preseason honors

Nate Lape’s outstanding 2008 season efforts
were rewarded with numerous preseason
honors.

Last season Lape finished with a team high
.388 batting average, 83 total hits, 17 doubles,
17 home runs, 20 steals, and 63 RBIs for the
Thundering Herd baseball team.

During the offseason Nate was selected
to the First-Team All-C-USA, First-Team
All-Mideast Region and was a C-USA
All-Tournament selection. Lape was also
named a 2009 Recruiting Closer Preseason
Second-Team All-American, named to
the 2009 Brooks Wallace Award Watch list
and named a National College Baseball
Writers Association (NCBWA) Preseason
All-American. Lape also earned Louisville
Slugger Preseason All-American honors
being named to the second team.

While being handed all the preseason
honors, Lape said he tries to stay humble.

“I try not to put too much thought into
it,” he said. “It's nice to be named to all
of the lists and given the honors but as a
player you can’t pay too much attention to
them going into the season”

Lape was also selected No. 617 overall in
the 2008 MLB First-Year Player Draft by
the Colorado Rockies. Because of a shoul-
der injury he sustained in the playoffs, Lape
elected to return for his senior season.

“I still have a good situation coming
back here to a good team,” Lape said. “I
felt that I could come back and make it
to the regional playoffs with this team, get
better, and maybe get drafted higher this
year.”

Thundering Herd pitcher Dan Straily
said Lape isn’t just the numbers leader on
the team, but also a vocal leader.

“Nate keeps the spirits high in the dug-
out,” Straily said. “He has this energy about
him that just fires you up and gets you
ready to go, he rallies the troops.”

Straily started 15 games for the Herd last

season, came away with a 5-4 record and
finished with a 4.28 ERA.

“As a pitcher it’s extremely nice knowing
that you have someone on offense that can
change the game like Nate can,” Straily said.

“It's a comforting type of feeling to pitch-
ers to know that a guy like Lape is there to
back you up and keep the runs coming in”

Before transferring to Marshall in 2007
Lape played in nine games for the Uni-
versity of North Carolina, a team that ad-
vanced to the championship series of the
College World Series. Nate said he decided
to transfer because he liked the coaching
staff and wanted the opportunity for more
playing time to be able to prove himself as
a player.

Not only an offensive standout, Nate ﬁn-
ished the 2008 season with a .979 fielding
percentage. Nate said he credited coach
George Brumfield with pushing him to be
better defensively by working on cone drills
that help with running routes, footwork
and getting in position behind the ball.

With the season opener Feb. 20 at the
Wake Forest University Tournament ver-
sus Akron being less than a month away,
Lape said there are a few things he needs to
improve on for this year.

“I need to cut down on strikeouts,” he
said. “It’s hard to do, but focusing less on
the numbers and more on the small things
like making contact and hitting line drives
should translate into those numbers.”

Lape said he feels that the regional tour-
nament isn’'t out of reach for the Thunder-
ing Herd this season and said he is looking
forward to getting back out on the road
and playing baseball again.

“We have a good schedule set up this
year against some good teams,” Lape said.
“We came close to the NCAA Regional
Tournament last year, now we just have to
put the pieces together and we should be
right there”

the sites of much of West Vir-
ginia’s history.

Smith says editorials written
in the early 1860s by Archibald
Campbell, then editor of The
Intelligencer, helped to spark
Virginias western counties to
break away and create a new
state. Smith says Campbell is an
unsung hero of West Virginia.

“Usually it happens in the
evening, after it gets dark,” Ser-
geant Angela Howell said. “Even
at 7 oclock, there’s still a lot of
foot traffic with classes letting in
and out: It usually doesn't occur
until after 9 oclock”

Howell said parking lots are
hotspots for crime, which cover
much of campus along Fifth and
Sixth Avenues. The key is to be
aware of your surroundings.

Surface lots do not have sur-
veillance cameras, but are pa-
trolled regularly. However, the
garage is videotaped.

“If you're in that parking ga-
rage, it’s so lit up,” Howell said.
“I think that the majority of the
community knows there are so
many cameras over there.”

Howell listed a few basic tips
that should keep students and
their belongings safe.

“Keep your items out of sight.
Keep your door locked,” Howell
said. “Always keep that vehicle
locked, no matter where you're
at. If you stop to get gas and run
in to go get a couple snacks, al-
ways lock that vehicle”

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should be educated on personal
finance to avoid making costly
mistakes.

Costly mistakes include a
$29 first offense insufficient
funds charge that increases to
$35 for subsequent overdrafts
within a 12-month period.

When initially setting up
the account, one must verify
his or her identity with infor-
mation and sometimes pro-
vide government photo iden-
tification. If this-is not done
in a timely manner, Higher
One will close the account
and charge a fee of up to $50.
This is waived if the account is
reopened within 30 calendar
days and proper identification
is provided.

“Most of our complaints stem
from students not knowing
how much cash they have and
overdrawing,” Dorado said. “To
avoid being charged these fees,
students always need to check
the account. online and not

spend off the ATM balance be-
cause it’s not always up to date”

Higher One charges 50 cents
for PIN-transactions, compared
to no additional fees by major
banks such as Citigroup and
Chase. This can be avoided by
making sure the card is ran as
“credit” and requires a signature
for the transaction. A $20 fee is
also charged if a lost or stolen
card needs to be replaced, a cost
much higher than most banks
charge.

Students can bypass a $2
ATM withdraw fee by using the
Higher One ATMs on campus
instead of other commercial
ATMs.

Dorado said whoever gets the
student ID contract after de-
liberation will still offer the fi-
nancial aid services that Higher
One does, but may offer better
terms for card users.

“We have a set list of require-
ments but we are always look-
ing to add more benefits to the
student,” Dorado said.
