Gov. Joe Manchin reassured me-
dia personnel at the Legislative Look
Ahead that neither the average West
Virginian nor institutions of higher
education will feel the burden of
budget constraints that will be pro-
posed in the coming session of the
West Virginia Legislature.

“This is going to be a more chal-
lenging time,” he said, referring to
the collapsing economy.

He said that so far West Virginia
has not felt much of the economic
burden, but that could easily change
in the years to come.

Although he expressed support
for President Barack Obama, he
stated that Obama would not be
able to take care of all the prob-
lems himself. He also said that West
Virginia could not rely on the fed-
eral government, but that the state
should have a partnership with it.

He argued that any program
started with the money from the

_ stimulus package would eventually
have to be funded by the state, and
could therefore harm more than
help.

“I'm not looking to the federal
government to take care of West
Virginia,” he said. “Were going to

get through this”

As for higher education, Man-
chin recognized that it usually gets
the first hit, but he said that he was
not going to cut its funding unless
all state programs were cut.

“I did not cut the budget, and
that's an accomplishment in itself;’
he said. However, campus renova-
tions and constructions will not be
funded.

He said that he agrees with the re-
cent advisement to put a cap on the
Promise scholarship. He explained
that the system has not been effec-
tive enough in its mission to send
those without resources to college,
and that capping it could give more
lower income students the ability to
go to college.

He also said that he is going to
increase taxes in a way that will not

Students with disabilities
brave weather conditions

Getting around campus in ice
and snow is not easy for any Mar-
shall student, but for students
like Scott French, it’s a little more
difficult.

French, a sports management
and marketing major.from Phoe-
nix, Ariz., suffers from Ehlers-
Danlos Syndrome type six.

“Is a connective tissue dis-
order;” French said, “so my skin
tears easy and I have my joints
pop in and out quickly. I can ac-
tually pop my shoulder out and
back in and not even feel a thing,
and I have trouble with my right
side.

“Pm partially paralyzed on my
right side, so I don’t have as much
control over my right foot, which
bothers me in ice and makes me
trip a lot easier”

Students with disabilities. may
find it more difficult to get around
in bad weather, but they don’t get
treated any different from other
Marshall students.

“I tell students they can call
the office, and we will give them

a reading on whether or not they
can get to the sidewalk,” said San-
dra Clements, the coordinator of
the office of disability services.
“Then if they choose not to come,
it is their decision. We don’t give
them a bye and say it's snowing
you don’t have to come.

“I leave that up to the student
to make their own decision. And
then if they decide not to come
they need to call the instructor
and tell them. If the instructor
needs to have some verification
from this office we will certainly
do that”

French said Marshall does its
best to make it easier for him to
get around in the bad weather.

“What's good about that is they
put salt everywhere, and it is ac-
tually green so I can see it and
it's actually pretty nice,” French
said. “If it’s really bad I can get an
excuse so if I miss some assign-
ments I can make them up, so it’s
a little easier on my head know-
ing I don’'t have to risk falling
down and hurting myself”

Clements said the biggest

Wilkerson out for
remainder of season

Marshall University Men’s
Basketball Coach Donpie
Jones announced Thursday
that junior Tyler Wilkerson
suffered a fractured jaw bone
in the Thundering Herd’s 73-57
loss to Tulsa Wednesday night.
Wilkerson is expected to miss
the remainder of the season.

Wilkerson, a junior forward
from Lexington, Ky, leads the
Thundering Herd in scoring
(10.4 points per game), rebound-
ing (6.2 rebounds per game) and
blocks (16) this season.

USA Swimming
gives Phelps three
month suspension

Michael Phelps was suspended
from competition for three
months by USA Swimming, the
latest fallout from a photo that
showed the Olympic great inhal-
ing from a marijuana pipe. The
sport’s national governing body
also cut off its financial support to
Phelps for the same three-month
period, effective Thursday.

“This is not a situation where
any anti-doping rule was vio-
lated, but we decided to send
a strong message to Michael
because he disappointed so many
people, particularly the hundreds
of thousands of USA Swimming
member kids who look up to
him as a role model and a hero,”
the Colorado Springs-based
federation said in a statement.

“Michael has voluntarily ac-
cepted this reprimand and has
committed to earn back our trust.”

Earlier Thursday, cereal and
snack maker Kellogg Co. an-
nounced it wouldn't renew its
sponsorship contract with Phelps,
saying his behavior is “not consis-
tent with the image of Kellogg”

“Michael’s been through a lot
and he’s learned a lot, hopefully,”
his coach, Bob Bowman, told
The Associated Press during a
telephone interview. “I support
him and I want to see him do
better. 'm here, as always, to try
to help him move forward. He’s
learned some tough lessons and
hes disappointed a lot of people,
me included”

Phelps has acknowledged
“regrettable” behavior and “bad
judgment” He didn't dispute the
authenticity of the photo, report-
edly taken at a house party while
Phelps was visiting Colurnbia,
S.C,, in November during an
extended break from training.

Phelps had planned to com-
pete in early March at a Grand
Prix meet in Austin, Texas. Now,
he won't be able to compete until
early May, which would give him
a little more than two months for
some racing before July’s world
championships in Rome.
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Herd women suffer home 1oss to Tulane

Tulane utilized a 15-point
run in the second half and two
momentum-changing technical
foul calls to grab a 58-45 victory
over the Marshall Thundering
Herd women’s basketball team
on Thursday night at the Cam
Henderson Center.

“I thought we had everything
going in our direction to start the
game,” said Marshall head coach
Royce Chadwick. “But we missed
some shots, with veteran kids,
that I think are very makeable in
the future”

The teams combined for 43
turnovers, with Tulane gaining 29
points off the exchanges to just 16
points for Marshall.

“We certainly did not play the ‘

way we hoped we would play,”
Chadwick said. “We knew play-
ing against Tulane was going to
be a non-flowing game, and it
certainly was exactly that”

Junior guard Indira Kaljo
scored 22 points to lead the Green
Wave, including 5 of 8 shooting
from beyond the 3-point line.
She also chipped in four steals to
add to her teams total of 13.

For the Thundering Herd, soph-
omore forward Tynikki Crook led
the way with 13 points and seven
rebounds, while junior Alyssa
Hammond was also in double dig-
its with 12 points.

The game became progressively
more physical as the night wore

on, and thie momentum seemed to
turn decisively in favor of the Green
Wave when Chadwick and forward
Chantelle Handy were both given
technical fouls on separate occa-
sions in the second half.

Crook said her team got out
of sync and needs to keep its
composure better as the season
progresses.

“It can be really frustrating’
Crook said. “We just have to get
over it and be able to think about
the next play. We have to be able
to go out there and be able to
knock down shots. We also didn’t
really crash the boards and were a
rebounding team.” :

After being down by four points
at halftime, 29-25, Marshall used
a six-point run at the start of the
second half to jump out to a 31-
30 lead. However, a free throw by
the Green Wave's Ashley Lang-
ford and a 3-point basket by Kaljo
put Tulane in front for good with
14:28 to play.

“We didn't play with the com-
posure and team unity that we
wanted to,” Chadwick said. *“I
haven't seen that in a long time
from us.”

Chadwick also knows the
schedule gets no easier for his
team as it hits the road again to
play the UTEP Miners on Sunday.

“We're going to a very hostile
environment to play our next
game,” Chadwick said. “Hopeful-
ly we're going to respond, step it
up, and play the way we're capable
of playing”

Tulane’s bench outscored the
Herd’s 31-5 despite both teams
shooting close to 40 percent
from the field for the game. The
loss is the Herd’s third in a row
and drops its record to 12-10,
with a Conference USA record of
5-4. The now 13-10 Green Wave
are also 5-4 in conference play.

“We've had opportunities in
every one of these last three,”
Chadwick said. “We've been
in a situation where we just
needed a little push right there
to get over the hump. It just
doesn’t seem we're getting that
push at the opportune time to
get over that hump and win the
basketball game.”

After the weekend UTEP game,
the Herd will return to Hunting- !

ton for a pair of home games next
week against UCF and Southern

But it was too late — Marshall

had already buried itself in a
16-point hole.

This was how the Herd ended
a night of misery Wednesday
against Tulsa.

It was one of those nights ...
its been one of those years.

But why? Why has a season
that started with such promise

gone down the drain quicker
than the MUPD showing up at
an underage drinking party?

Much like Humphrey’s dunk,
the 2008-09 edition of Marshall
men’s basketball was supposed
to be eye-catching. This was sup-
posed to be the encore to Donnie
Jones’ more than impressive
opening act in Huntington.

This was supposed to be Hum-
phrey’s team, co-starred along-
side Tyler Wilkerson and Tirrell
Baines with a cast of talented
freshmen and tenured transfers
who were ready to “reach new
heights.” This was supposed to
be the team that at least came
close to lofty expectations by the
national media — this included
a Foxsports.com prediction that
forecasted the Herd as a No. 12
seed in the Big Dance.

This wasn’t supposed to be
9-13 after 22 games.

Contrary to Dennis Green’s
evaluation of the Chicago Bears
after his Arizona Cardinals

blew a big lead on Monday
Night Football a few years back,
Marshall basketball isn’'t “who we
thought they were”

Maybe it’s our fault. Maybe we
didn’t read between the lines.

We saw a team that had bal-
ance, a crop of seven to eight
core players who could light it up
on any given night.

And to an extent we've gotten
balance — sort of. Six Herd
players average at least 7.5 points
a game. But as far the Herd’s
leading scorer Tyler Wilkerson,
he’s throwing down (drum roll
please) a whopping 10.4 points a
contest.

We forgot that balance isn’t
always a good thing.

We also saw a team that
featured three transfers from
prestigious schools who could
provide not only talent but also
big game experience.

But we forgot these were
Division I transfers and had to
oblige by Division I transfer rules

— meaning Chris Lutz, Octavius
Spann and Brandon Powell went
a year without playing any sort of
game that counted.

Their rustiness has been
evident. Lutz struggles to find
his shot on a consistent basis,
Spann can't supplant himself as
a permanent starter and Powell
couldn’t even get his feet wet in
Huntington as he was tossed by
Jones from the squad not even a
month into the season.

We also saw a highly touted
group of freshmen with impres-
sive prep resumés who would
blend perfectly with three
returning starters.

But appatefitly, we forgot that
one of those freshmen was a
point guard — the starting point
guard.

And although Damier Pitts
has held his own running the
show, his lack of experience has
reared its ugly head recently.
Case in point: During the last
two games, Pitts has been mano

y mano with two of Conference
USA’s most seasoned conductors
in UAB’s Paul Delany and Tulsa’s
Ben Uzoh.

Howd he wind up? Try six
points on 2 of 21 shooting.

Finally, we saw Humphrey
dunking like he did Wednesday
on a game-to-game basis. We
saw him leading his squad to the
postseason and beyond. This was
“Humphrey’s Herd”

But we forgot about his fatigue,
his injuries, his team not being
able to step up when he wasn't
able to go at 100 percent.

We forgot about a lot of things
and that’s why we sit here asking
questions.

A Humphrey dunk used to be
so exciting. Now it’s a meaning-
less two-point shot at the end of
another disappointing loss.

They aren’t who we thought
they were.

Marshall tennis to host South Alabama and Penn State

The Marshall University wom-
en’s tennis team is set to host
South Alabama and Penn State
this weekend. The 46th-ranked
Thundering Herd will first face
the Jaguars Friday with first serve
set for 5 p.m. Marshall will then
play Penn State Sunday at 11
a.m. with both matches played at
the Huntington Tennis Club.

“We have gone back and forth
with South Alabama through-
out the years, which has turned
into a good rivalry match,” Mar-
shall head coach John Mercer
said. “We look forward to play-
ing them at home, and we hope

to take advantage of the indoor
courts”

The Herd and Jaguars have
met five times in school history,
with South Alabama leading the
series 3-2. In the most recent
meeting, South Alabama took a
6-1 advantage over Marshall in
Mobile, Ala., last season.

“We have been able to pull-
out wins in a few tight matches
against Penn State,” Mercer said.
“The Nittany Lions are always
tough and keep the matches
close”

Marshall and Penn State have
met seven times, with the Herd
leading the series 4-3. In the
most recent meeting, Marshall

defeated Penn State 4-3 in Uni-
versity Park, Pa., last season.

The Herd has played three
other Big Ten members in
school history and stand at 7-5
overall.

Senior Kellie Schmitt was .

honored with her ninth and
second Conference USA Play-
er of the Week accolade Feb.
3 for her tough play against
Florida International and
Georgia. She earned her first
of the 2009 campaign Jan.
20 after her impressive play
against Kentucky.

In singles action, Schmitt
(33rd) is 4-1 at the No. 1 position,
Isabell Raich stands 2-3 at the No.

2 slot, Karolina Soor is 2-2 at the
No. 3 mark, Deanna Bailey stands
3-2 at the No. 4 position, Jessica
Keener is 3-1 at the No. 5 slot and
Catherine Kellner stands 4-0 at
the No. 6 mark.

The 44th-ranked senior tan-
dem of Schmitt and Soor are
the only undefeated doubles
team for the Herd at 4-0 at the
No. 1 mark. Bailey and Keener
are 3-1 at the No. 2 slot, while
Kellner and Raich are 1-1 at
the No. 3 position.

challenge for students with disabilities is
not getting around campus but getting to
campus.

“Sidewalks will always be clear, but as
you and I know, the sidewalks are not
the issue. It’s getting from the car across
the str¢et and then on to the sidewalk

“that is the issue,” Clements said. “So if
you are a wheelchair user then you need
to gauge whether or not you want to
bring your wheelchair out in that kind
of weather”

Josh  Wood, = counseling major
from Romney, W.Va, said while
Marshall does a good job of mak-
ing things easier for him the city of
Huntington - could use  some
improvement. -

“I lived in the dorms for three years,”

Wood said. “Marshall kept the sidewalks
pretty clean, not too clean, but it's enough
to get by. This is the first year I have ac-
tually lived off campus in an apartment,
and Marshall is very good about keeping
the sidewalks clean but the city of Hun-
tington is crappy.” 4

Wood, who has a neurological disor-
der that confines him to a wheelchair,
said last week he couldn’t get out of his
apartment to get to Marshall and when
he could, he still had trouble getting to
campus.

“When I could get out of my apart-
ment I still could not get out on the
sidewalks because they did not keep

those clean, so [ had to go in the mid-
dle of the road and try to avoid getting
hit, but it’s the only way I could cross,”
Wood said. ’

Clements said about 25 students who
either use a wheelchair, cane or have
some difficulty with their gait come
through her office.

French’s biggest difficulty is walking
on ice.

“Ice is pretty bad,” French said. “I
need to watch for ice because I don't
have the best balance so if I slip on
something I can’t catch myself that
well, so I need to watch for that, and I
need to watch for things hidden in the
snow. Pretty much things that I could
trip over.”

Ice also creates problems for Wood.

“Snow is not too much of an is-
sue,” Wood said, “not deep snow be-
cause the traction on my wheelchair
is pretty good. My main issue comes
with the ice or rain that freezes into
ice because then I can not get traction
on my wheelchair, and my wheelchair
doesn’t sit up very high so if the ice is
pretty thick I can’t get over it, so that
becomes an issue.”

" Clements said she doesn’t know what
more Marshall can do to help the dis-
abled in winter weather, but she does
think that Marshall could follow the
lead of the city and make things better

- for gveryone.

“I was interested to hear the city
say that their way of moving snow
was probably net the most effective
way.  That if you push the snow up
against the curb then you create a haz-
ard that people will have to jump over
or get around, Clements said. “So if
we take a lead from the city and move
snow away from the curb and let water
rundown to the drain or let melting snow
rundown to the drain, it would probably
be better for everybody across the board
not just persons with disabilities.”

French does have an idea on how to
make it better for people with disabilities
and the rest of the student body would
probably agree with him.

“They could make it so they cancel
school everyday that it snows,” French
said.

faculty and Board of Governors
members analyzed ideas for
new locations at the developer’s
forum on Wednesday.

At the forum, developers from
the area came forward with their
plans on where the new site of
Marshall Community and Tech-
nical College should be.

As the presentations began it
soon became apparent that a split
between the location for the new
site being downtown or next to
an [-64 exit was a big focus.

Keith Cotroneo, president
of Marshall Community and
Technical College, said each op-
tion had its advantages.

“I think there were a lot of
very good options,” Cotroneo
said. “The location presented
near [-64 has very good accessi-
bility right off the interstate and
the location downtown would
still remain near Marshall’s cam-
pus and be next to all the activi-
ties that the downtown area has”

to house Marshall Community
and Technical College arose
during the forum. One of the
sites proposed was 200 acres
of land near Kinetic Park'very
close to 1-64. : .

Cotroneo said this would
provide adequate room to grow.

“This site would provide ex-
cellent expansion potential,”
Cotroneo said.

The plan of action Marshall
Community and Technical Col-
lege put in place to help find

a site, set up this developer’s .

forum. There are still more as-
pects to look at before deciding
on the site.

The new location is still be-
ing discussed and Cotroneo
said Marshall Community and
Technical College’s next step is
to ask their staff to pass out sur-
veys to their classrooms in an
effort to gain more student in-
put for the selection of the site.

“We probably have more peo-
ple with skill sets percentage wise
than any other state;” he said as the
attendees nodded in agreement.

The five schools and colleges
on campus that have-added one
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seat to the Senate to make up
for the loss of the community
college are the College of Edu-
cation and Human Services,
College of Liberal Arts, College
of Science, School of Health
Professions and the college of
Information and Technology.

A school is given one senator
per 500 students enrolled in the
school. The College of Educa-
tion and Human Services, the
largest school on campus, has
enough students for eight seats
but the SGA bylaws state that
no college or school on campus
can have more than seven.
