





Festival of animated film mee
promises to be ‘Fantastic’

Stanley Kubrick once said, “If
it can be written, or thought, it
can be filmed.”

The truth of that statement is
questionable if restricted to the
real world, but animation opens
the visual media to virtually all
the possiblities of imagination.

Proof of this, if any is needed,
can be found in the Fantastic
Animation Festival. Composed
of 16 separate films, the festival
includes not only the usual
cartoon-type animation, but also
clay and live-action animation.

The best of the cartoon films is
also the oldest. Originally made
in 1941, Superman vs. the
Mechanical Monsters features
animation at its best. Max
Fleisher (also known for the
original Popeye the Sailor car-
toons) created a series of Super-
man cartoons in the ‘40’s that are
considered by many to be among
the best works of animation ever,
taking a place alongside many
Disney cartoons.

For purely visual enjoyment,
Cosmic Cartoon offers a stun-
ning panorama of settings, in-
cluding palatial alien scenery and
a slow, spiraling descent to the

Earth’s surface. French Win-
dows also offers views into
alternate realities and features
music by Pink Floyd. - Each of
these films seems intended to be
experienced by the senses, rather
than dissected by the mind.

On the comedy side, there is
Bambi M eets G odzilla, a wonder-
ful perversion of- Disney and
Toho movies alike, with credits as
funny as the cartoon itself. Then
there’'s The Last Cartoon Man,
which shows the potential of an
animated man as a standup
comic. Kik Me offers a pair of
animated legs dodging one peril
after another, not unlike the
Roadrunner, and Room and
Board demonstrates the black
humor Alfred Hitchcock loves so
well.

Some of the most awesome
animation in the festival is done
with clay. Mountain Music dis-
plays a vast woodland of clay
populated with coyotes, birds,
frogs and three musicians (Look
closely at the dude with the
guitar. Stephen Stills, right?).
Clay water flows, the musicians
move and play in time to the
music, and the woman on the
keyboards (Grace Slick?) even
pauses to brush her hair out of
her eyes.

Closed Mondays also features
clay animation, but on a smaller
scale. Close-up shots of the drunk
who wanders into a museum
show changes in expression
ranging from fear to puzzlement
and anger.

Other films include
Moonshadow by Cat Stevens, a
children’s story based on and
featuring the title song, “A Short
History of the W heel,” which has
some interesting images but an
obscure meaning, and Light,
which features some attractive
visuals but becomes rather bor-
ing.

By no means are all the
selections weorthwhile. Cat’s
Cradle, Nightbird and Mirror
People are somewhat inferior
products because of poor anima-
tion and indistinct (or non-
existent) concepts.

This is probably the only film
around with commercials. Two
of the best animated commercials
from television are featured, one
from 7-UP and another from
Levi pants. Because of the high
cost and extended time involved
with good amimation, commer-
cials have become virtually the
last refuge for good animation on
television.

Marshall's cross country team
completed an undefeated 1977
dual meet record Wednesday by
beating Rio Grande College 21-
38 at Rio Grande, Ohio.

It was the Thundering Herd’s
sixth straight dual meet victory.

There were 43 seconds between
MU’s first and fifth men, com-
pared to 1:23 in the Oct. 21 meet
at Ohio University.

Marshall has now won 17 of 21
dual meets in three years under

in 1976 and 6-0 in 1977.

*Our dual meet season worked
out perfectly this year,”
O’Donnell said.

The Herd has finished second
in each of the three invitational
meets it has competed in this

It may be the first time in
school cross country history a
team has had a perfect dual meet
record, according to head coach
Rod O'Donnell.

Rio Grande’s Archie Mundy
was the meet's individual winner,
running the five-mile course in
26:35---a course record.

Marshall's Dave Kline, St.
Albans junior, was second at
27:11 and was followed by three
teammates.

Damon Clark, Wheeling
junior, finished third at 27:28;
John Dotson, Belle sophomore,
fourth 27:32; and Brian Jonard,
Caldwell, Ohio, freshman, fifth at
27:33.

it faced en route.

Overall, Marshall has now
defeated 94 per cent of the teams
it's raced this year, beating 47 of
50.

In its six dual meets M U scored
a composite 121 points to 230 for
its opponents. The average score
was 20-38 in favor of the Herd.

O’Donnell described the Rio
Grande course as very hilly with
rough footing, but noted he was

glad the team ran on it.
Rio’s Dave Parlin broke the

O’Donnell, going 5-1 in 1975, 6-3

season, beating 41 of the 44 teams

Herd string, finishing sixth with
27:39. Marshall's Dave Shafer,
Middletown, Md., senior, was
seventh with 27:54 and Rio’s Ron
Dunfee eighth at 28:31.

Two Herd runners completed
the top 10, as Tim Koon, Fair-
mont sophomore, finished ninth
at 28:47 and Ron Peggs, St.
Albans freshman, 10th at 28:56.

The Nov. 5 Southern Con-
ference championship meet in
Lexington, Va., is the only meet
left on Marshall's schedule.

O’Donnell maintans that Fur-
man, defending conference
champion, is still the favorite,
But, he said he won’t discount the
Herd, pointing out.the team is
healthy and has a good attitude.

Five in a row?

The Herd faces a two-fold task in Saturday’s football matchup
with Louisville—it has to re-acquaint itself with both Fairfield
Stadium and with the art of winning.

And that may be pretty difficult...because Marshall has seen
neither in quite a while. i

It was Sept. 24, in fact, when the Herd last played at Fairfield.
And that was also the last time the team savored victory...

Just more than a month ago, Marshall played its finest overall
game in years as it downed Toledo 24-0. The firsi shutout of a
major college team in more than a decade...a dominant running
attack...and most significantly, a defense that appeared to have
matured into a solid unit.

But as autumn days began to shorten and the weather turned
crisp, so did the Herd begin to decompose into a quivering mass of
oozing slime. And slime can’t stop anything, especially a charging
running back.

So the Herd was edged by Appalachian State despite a valiant
comeback attempt in the second half. And beaten by Miami despite
early domination of the game. And then pounded by Furman. And
mutilated by Western Michigan. And the encroaching malignant
tumor of defeat gnawed its way deep into Marshall entrails...

And now the foe is Louisville. A team also having difficulties
winning on the road. A team shredded by a powerful Alabama
offense in its previous game. And a team likely to be mad as hell
when it comes into Fairfield Stadium. )

Face it. Alabama cannot be compared to Western Michigan.
Period. Louisville was obviously outclassed in the contest, and the
Cardinals were probably destined to defeat from the minute the
Crimson Tide was added to the schedule.

But not so with Marshall. Man for man, the Herd was not
mismatched with the Broncos. There was ho glaring difference in
the two teams. What, then, was the cause for the debacle in
Kalamazoo? What killed the Herd?

Ask the vultures of Miami. They know a potential feast when
they smell it. )

Prediction—Louisville 48, Marshall 28.

Five in a row? It shouldn’t be.

But it probably will.

The Thundering Herd left
Huntington last month with a 2-1
record and high hopes for a
Southern Conference (SC) title.
But both the winning record and
championship dreams collapsed
as Marshall's record sagged to 2-
5, including SC losses to Ap-
palachian and Furman.

“It feels good to be home,” said
head coach Frank Ellwood.
“Travel has an accumulated
effect. For the players, it's been
like living out of a suitcase for the
past month.”

Louisville is facing much the
same problem. The Marshall
game is the last stop on a three-
game road excursion for the 3-3-1
Cardinals, and the Kentuckians
have come.out on the short end of
the previous two contests. After
being shocked by Dayton 14-0,
Louisville was blasted 55-6 last
week by second-ranked
Alabama. 3

Louisville’s offense features
both the “1” and veer formations,
but Ellwood said he expects the
Cardinals to use mostly the “I”
against the Herd. “They’re pretty
explosive, have good speed and
feature the run,” he noted. “And

we're  still  having problems
against the run defensively...”

The Herd's offense must take
up the slack for the defense if the
team is to win, Ellwood said. “If
they score 53, we must get 54,” he
asserted. “We have to be able to
cover up our deficiencies, that’s
what teamwork is all about.”

But the Herd may have some
added incentive for this game, it
counts in SC standings as a
“designated” gontest. The Herd
was required to play five con-
ference games to qualify for
championship consideration, and
only four SC schools could be
scheduled for the 1977 season.
Thus, the conference agreed to
count the Louisville contest in the
final standings.

A mattress race sponsored by
the student government will be
part of the half-time festivities at
the football game this Saturday.
