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Parthenon poll reflects
faculty advisers inefficient

Faculty advisers: Who sees them? Who
needs them? Who cares?

Students and faculty, questioned in an
unscientific Parthenon poll conducted Tues-
day, agreed that the campus advising
situation is not up to par.

*“Advisers? Who sees them?”, replied J.K.
Clay, an economics and accounting senior.
Clay said he has always dealt with the
secretary of the college of business, rather
than an adviser, concerning his major
requirements. He said he had been told, by
one of the college advisers, to sign his own
registration slip during class scheduling.

Tom Condor, speech broadcasting junior,
said he felt like he had confessed to forgery
when he told his adviser he had signed his
own registration slip. “l signed it right in
front of people at the registration desk,” he
said.

The accounting department was so sloppi-
ly put together,” said accounting sophomore
Joyce Schoolcraft.  “I was very disap-
pointed.” Schoolcraft was referring to the
accounting department’s impersonal ad-
vising services.

She waited until her sophomore year
before actually meeting an adviser. She did
receive some help with her schedule, which
she had already planned. Her department
adviser told her that following the catalog
was all she needed to do. )

Bruce McClure, a graduating accounting
senior, usually asks an accounting teacher to
sign his registration slip. His adviser, he
said, helped him a lot. He felt, contrary to
Schoolcraft’s opinion, that the accounting
department was well-organized in its ad-
visory function.

Kevin Means, political science junior,

went to his adviser his freshman year, but he
idn’t see any need to go back. “Probably
when I’'m a senior I'll check to see if they’ll
hold me back because of requirements,” he
said. “I'm sure they (advisers) help the
devotees of political science.” Means said his
adviser just signed his registration slip and
let him go.

Margaret Fadely said she has had much
success in dealing with her adviser in the
business administration graduate program.
She said she didn’t fare as well, though, asan
undergraduate in the speech department.
She didn’t blame her lack of success on her
adviser, however. She said she thought that
his class load didn’t give him enough time to
spend on adyising.

Music major Janet Taylor said she makes
up her own schedule and would feel funny
about going to heradviser. “I just feel like I'd
be bothering them to go in when I already
know my requirements.”

Diane Webb, also a music major, added,
“It’s more for their convenience to have a list
of our names than for us to see them.”

Abbe Edison is an academic adviser, not a
faculty adviser, who counsels and refers
students at the campus academic advising
center.

Though her job is to counsel students
concering their overall careers rather than
immediate schedule plans, she said she
thought it’s important to get to know your
faculty adviser.*

She said that a’lot of students will not take
advantage of their advisers’ help and then
find out they’ve taken all the wrong courses.

Are students on the whole taking advan-
tage of their advisers’ help? Dr. Warren G.
Lutz, assistant dean of the College of Liberal

Arts, says no. “The advisers are not being
used to their fullest extent.

Students say they can’t find their advisers,
that they’re never in their offices,” said Lutz.
Faculty members say they sit in their offices
during office hours and no one comes.”

Concerning registration slips, which are
theoretically but not practically signed by
advisers, Lutz said he is aware of the abuses
of this practice. “I think they’re (students)
just hurting themselves,” he said. He added,
though, that students too often look at an
adviser as just someone to sign schedules. “I
question if that is even the adviser’s role,” he
commented.

Lutz said he thought that the adviser
should attempt to make the student feel
comfortable about meeting with him or her.
He said there exists a definite “tight-lipped
syndrome” with some advisers, a sort of
impatient, “what-do-you-want?” attitude.

Improvements made in residence
halls; more to come-Myers

A new floor, heaters and drapes are some
of the improvements made in the dorms and
more are planned, according to Warren S.
Myers, director of auxiliary services.

Some improvements, according to Myers,
are a new floor for the Twin Towers West
lobby, South Hall lobby has a new lounge
furniture, Buskirk and Laidley Hall’s lobby
furniture has been reupholstered, the fourth
floor of South Hall has new furniture, and
Twin Towers East and lobbies have new
heaters and drapes.

The carpeting in Twin Towers West lobby
was replaced with quarry tile, Myers said.
The surface should be durable to the
different elements and weather conditions,
he added.

With the many carpet problems, it was felt
a new type of surface was needed, Myers
said. The large amount of traffic through the
lobby caused damage to the carpet and it was
also hard to keep clean.

Redecorating the cafeteria to give it a
more personalized look is in the future plans,
Myers said, and when the re-roofing process

is done, the damaged ceilings will be replac-
ed. ;

! Hodges Hall is expected to receive new
lobby furniture in the future, according to
Myers. There are also plans to replace the
furniture in the enclosed areas in TTW and
TTE, he said.

The enclosed areas are going to be made
into study areas, Myers said, so they will
project a formal, quiet atmosphere. Panel-
ing and a small electric fireplace may be
installed, according to Mike Santoro, Welch
senior and resident director of TTE.

Twin Towers East is in the process of re-
doing the game room. A ministudent union
is the goal, Santoro said. The room will be
comprised of a new fooseball game, a pool
table and pinball machines, he said. Santoro
may move the game room, but is unsure of
the new location.

Santoro hopes that in the future, students
will be able to paint murals on the walls.
Students will pick the design and the housing
office will provide the color code, paint and
supplies. A three man committee will decide
what is tasteful and what is not, he added.
The painting plan is under study, Myers said.

A new floor, like the one in Twin Towers
West, is planned this summer for Twin
Towers East, according to Myers. New

furniture for a floor in South Hall is also

planned, he said.
Furniture is in need of replacement, some

because of abuse, but most because of wear
and tear over the years, Myers said.

All dorms need improvements, Myers
said. The problem is that it has been a long
time since the last improvements were made,
he said. Money was tight in the past, but
improvements must be made now, he said.

A list of needed repairs will hopefully be
completed within two months, according to
Ray Welty, co-ordinator of student housing.
Essential repairs will be made first, he said.
“Nice things to have” will be second and
luxury items will be given consideration last
if money allows, Welty said. Most repairs
will be made this summer.

There is hope to establish a program to
replace items on a yearly basis until building
conditions are acceptable, Myers said.
Myers expects four or five years will be
needed to complete everything.

Estimated costs tor the floor in TTW was
roughly $13,000, Myers said. The furniture
for South Hall was between $63,000 and
$64,000 and the cost of drapes for both
towers was approximately $15,000, he said.
All money came from the, residentce hall
account, he said.

toward the other fraternities,” he said. “If 1
were in their shoes, I would probably feel the
same way.”

“The
Greeks need to realize that the IFC means
business and that they are out to improve the
systcm. Now the fraternities are going to
have to improve themselves,” he said.

Matt Preston, Pi Kappa Alpha president,
felt the publcity from the recent controversy
would not hurt the Greek system. “The
Greeks have taken a strong stand, an that’sa
beginning,” he said.

Fred Tweel, president of Sigma Alpha
Epsilon fraternity, said he felt the situation
would not hurt the system at Marshall. He
said, “Those rules (IFC Standards and

Expectations document) were meant to
strengthen the Greek system through things
such as academics.” ‘

“The Greek system has been here for a
long time and will be here a lot longer,”
Tweel added.

Steve Crawford, president of Tau Kappa
Epsilon fraternity, said the national chapter
is standing behind Marshall’s “100 percent.
This experience has exposed the lack of
brotherhood within the Greek community,”
he said.

Crawford said he did not feel the IFC
recommendation should have any bearing
on Fisher’s decision because its opinion
should not be used as a criterion for justice.

The presidents of Sigma Phi Epsilon,
Kappa Alpha Psi, and Omega Psi Phi
fraternities could not be reached for com-
ment.

Students’ bouncing checks
increasing local problem

MU students are doing a lot of bouncing
lately, and they are not on a basketball court.

The number of students writing overdrafts
(bad checks) on their bank checking ac-
counts have increased more than ever,
according to Marsha L. Worsham, who is in
charge on return items at the Twentieth
Street Bank.

“We have to more cautious about our
student accounts because of the increase and
difficulty we have in finding these students to
make good their overdrafts,” Worsham said.

Overdrafts are a minor, yet time con-
suming problem for area banks and
merchants.

“It’s a full-time job to handle returned
checks, which includes overdrafts,” said
Richard D. Vass, director of finance at
Marshall University.

“We don't get a great number of uncollec-

table checks,” Vass said. “We also get very
few overdrafts from students, but when we
do we send them a notice and give them
seven days to make good the check.”

If the student doesn’t make arrangements
to take care of the check, the cashier’s office
will make a recommendation to have eithera
hold put on the student’s records or ask for
an administrative withdrawl or both, Vass
said.

“At Stationer’s, we first contact the bank
to see if the money is there and if it is, we just
redeposit it, said Fred G. Ashworth, presi-
dent of Stationer’s. “If not, we contact the
student and tell them the check was returned
with insufficient funds. They have 10 days to
contact us or we turn the matter over to the
magistrate.”

Kim Keller, owner of the Pizza Palace,
said that he doesn’t have much trouble with
Marshall students. Even with those he does,
most are good about correcting the problem
after a phone call, he said.
