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Marshall effort falls short, 80-73

Rebound,s spell difference in WVU win

MORGANTOWN-—West Virginia Un-
iversity’s Mountaineers proved a simple law
of physics here tonight as they defeated
Marshall 80-73: a basketball team cannot
score without the ball.

Out-rebounding the Thundering Herd 26-
12 in the first half, WVU led 42-32 at
" intermission’ and thwarted several MU
rallies to preserve the win.

“We're not a good offensive rebounding
team,” Herd head coach Stud Aberdeen
said, trying to explain Marshall’s lack of
second shots in the first half. “It’s been that
way all year and was obvious tonight.”

West Virginia head coach Joedy Gardner
said he was not surprised by his team’s
rebounding advantage, which was 50-34 at
the end of the game.

“I said before the game Guys, if you go to
work on the boards, we'll win it,” Gardner

It mattered in Morgantown

It mattered in Morgantown too.

Although Monday night’s game with
WVU seemingly meant everything to
Thundering Herd basketball fans, the
contest was also greatly anticipated in
WVU’s Coliseum.

A crowd of 12,132 saw the Mountaineers
turn back repeated yet ill-fated Marshall
rallies to win the first game in 47 years
between the two schools, 80-73.

It could have béen West Virginia’s own
World Series, Supér Bowl, or heavy weight
championship fight all rolled into one. Signs
extolling the virtues of each team temporari-
ly decorated the interior of the massive
arena. Die-hard Mountaineer fans,
however, managed to confiscate most of the
pro-Herd banners.

Slogans such as “Marshall College
blundering turds are stu-pid” were con-
trasted by “Beat W.V. What?” The ultimate
Thundering Herd sign read “You got
Alexander but we got White—Go Herd”.

Chants of “Let’s go Mountaineers” from
the WVU student body plus the numerous
Marshall college taunts and insults showed
that the game was important in Morgan-
town. Mountaineer supporterseven inflated
green ballons and stomped on them, as if to
make perfectly clear that Marshall’s bubble
would be burst.

Marshall’s team took the floorat 6:32 p.m.
as Herd fans located mostly behind one
basket screamed their approval. The
Mountaineer  enthusiasts quieted as
Marshall went through its razzle-dazzle
warm-up exercises.

However, the Mountaineers themselves

said. “We'rea good rebounding team for our
size.”

Despite not shooting a free-throw during
the game, Marshall’s 6-2 right wing Bunny
Gibson sat a new national foul shooting
record. Gibson hit 77 of 81 shots for the
year, a percentage of 95.1.

The old record was 93.1 percent by Boyer
of Arkansas in 1962.

The Herd finishes the regular season at 12-
14. West Virginia is now 9-14 with one game
remaining.

Overcoming its 10 point half-time deficit,
Marshall pulled within 4 points at 58-54 with
11:30 remaining in the game.

However, at that point the Mountaineers
outscored MU 11-3 to take a 69-57 advan-
tage with 7:30 to play.

The Herd could get no closer than five, at
72-67, with 3:07 to play.

Several times in the game’s final minutes
Marshall missed easy lay-ups under the
basket.

did not have the opportunity to witness the
exhibition. Coach Joedy Gardner’s squad
did not take the floor until 6:43 when senior
center Maurice Robinson, his index finger in
the air, led the team onto the floor.

The Marshall band, cheerleaders, and
majorettes were there hoping to offset the
influence of the screaming W.Va. crowd, but
even the outnumbered Marshall fans manag-
ed to make themselves heard, soundly
booing Robinson when he was presented
with his honorary plague for the game.

Despite the Herd crowds enthusiasm the
affair did not get out of hand as some had
feared after the Louisville incidents. Only
oc¢casional paper cups floated from the
upper tiers where the bulk of the Marshall
crowd was seated.

But the game was not of secondary
importance.  Both teams obviously were
tense, anxious at the initial tip-off. Marshall
never led in the game and achieved its last tie
at 4-4 with just more than two minutes gone.

The Mountaineers dominated the boards
during the first half. The Herd repeatedly
was allowed but one shot and fell behind 42-
32 at halftime.

But although the Herd fans were subdued
late in the first half they found reason to
cheer in the second-as Marshall rallied to cut
the deficit to four points against the faltering
Mountaineers. - But then the frustration
began.

Marshall repeatedly had chances to cut
the lead to two or three points. However, the
ball would rim the basket, the pass would go
astray ora turnover would devastate chances
for a comeback.

The Herd fans threw up their hands in
agonized frustration. - Stu Aberdeen paced

New education dean
called ‘very impressive’

The position for dean of Marshall’s
College of Education was accepted Thurs-
day, pending Board of Regents approval, by
Drt Philip J. Rusche of Northeastern
University, Boston, according to Dr. Noel J.
Richards, vice president of academic affairs.

Rusche is presently associate dean of the
College of Education and director of the
Graduate School of Education at
Northeastern.

“He is a very impressive young man who
has a strong background that will compli-
ment what Marshall has developed in the
College of Education,” President Robert B.
Hayes said.

Rusche’s duties also will include a
professorship in education administration.

Richards said he was pleased with
Rusche’s acceptance and that Rusche came
through the search process very well.

Rusche’s strengths are his vast experience
in program development and his ability to
work well with people, Richards said.

Rusche initiated several graduate
programs at Northeastern, including doc-
torates in various education programs.

His acceptance ended an eight-month
scarch process that began when the position
was vacated in July 1977 by Dr. Bernard
Queen, present director of development at
Marshall.

Dr. Jack Jervis has been serving as interim

dean and Richards said he has done an
“outstanding” job.

Of 110 applicants, Rusche was one of five
candidates chosen for further screening.

After each candidate visited Marshall’s
campus for interviews, the Search Com-
mittee, chaired by Dr. Paul D. Stewart,
made its recommendation to Richards, who
then visited Northeastern.

Richards said he spoke with several of
Rusche’s superiors and colleagues and
received nothing but positive remarks about
Rusche’s performance at Northeastern.
Richards said they were sorry to see Rusche
leave.

A 39-year-old native of Cincinnati,
Rusche received a B.A. degree in secondary
education and American history from the
University of Cincinnati in 1960.

He earned an M.A. degree in American
history in 1961 from the University of
Cincinnati and acquired a doctorate in
Educational Administration from the Un-
iversity of Rochester in 1968. ‘

Rusche’s professional experience includes
scven  years  in  his present job at
Northecastern, five years as professor of
cducational administration at Northeastern,
four years as a teacher at Indiana Hill High
School, Indiana Hill, Ohio, and one ycarasa
lecturer at the University of Cincinnati.

He and his wife, Arlene Chyzus Rusche,
have two children, Jennifer, four, and
Timothy, two.

“were evident.

“We couldn’t convert when we had
chances to get closer,” Aberdeen said.

Throughout both the first and second half
Marshall failed to score when it could have
cut the Mountaineer lead to either two or
four points.

“Sometimes when you get keyed up and
excited by the game’s increased tempo,” he
said, “you get excited, make mistakes and get
youself deeper in a hole.”

Marshall never led in the game. The score
was tied only twice, at 2-2 and 4-4.

anxiously in front of the Marshall bench.
But still the big break—the single lift the
team needed—never came.

The Herd’s high scoring Bunny Gibson,
averaging 22 points per game, was held to 10,
although the 6-2 junior right wing sur-
prisingly lead his team in rebounds, pulling
down nine. But even his newly found
prowess on the boards could not help the
Herd overcome the rebounding deficit. The
Mountaineers grabbed 50 caroms to
Marshall’s 34.

Adding to Marshall's problems was the
one-two punch of Robinson and sophomore
guard Lowes Moore, which produced 51
points.

The pressure began to show even on press
row as Huntington media representatives sat
solemnly while the WVU press corps openly
cheered for its squad.

But the Herd faithful did not give up.
Familiar cries of “Bullshit” drifted down
from Marshall’s flock of seats, and although
an occasional long Gibson jumper would
ignite them, it was clear that Mountaineer
lovers had the best of the evening.

Dignitaries from the state and Huntington
Mayor Harold Frankel, as
always, was on the floor with the team, while
Sccretary of state A. James Manchin fought
off sleep as he sat across from press row.

And it became apparent any Herd rally
would fall short, the WV U cheering section
waved good-bye in -the direction of
Marshall’s fans. There was no violence, no
gore, no bloodshed. It remained just what it
was—a game.

But just wait till we get ’em in the field
house.

A 40 cent increase for intramurals has
been proposed to the Student Activity and
Service Fee committee.

The increase would raise intramural fees
to $1 per student.

The money would be used to add four new
sports to the program, update equipment
and pay students to officiate intramural
games, said Thomas A. Lovins, director of
intramurals, at the Friday meeting of the
committee.

WMUL-FM representatives also attended
the meeting and presented the committeg
with a proposed budget that included a 25

Hayes calls faculty meetingﬁ
to discuss budget needs

A special faculty meeting to- discuss
“Budget Needs For 1978-79—Marshall
University's Approaching Crisis” has been
called for Friday at 3 p.m. in Memorial
Student Center Multi-purpose Room.

Noel J. Richards, vice president for
academic affairs, said he believed the
meeting will concern the “impact of the coal
strike on the economy,” although that was
an assumption,

Richards said he had not discussed the
mecting with univeristy President Robert B.
Hayes, but “there’s no question the coal

strike has caused reaction as far as state
government is concerned.”

In a press release, University Relations
Director C.T. Mitchell said, *“Marshall
appears to be facing a critical situation in the
yearahead. President Hayes wants to outline
the situation for the members of the faculty
and discuss it with them.”

'Hayes and other university administrators
were in Morgantown for the Marshall-West
Virginia University basketball game and
were unavailable for comment.

cent increase and part-time student activity
fees.

Bowling; swimming, wrestling and hocker
are the new activities that will total nine
major sports in intramurals.

Hocker is a new game that is a combina-
tion of football, basketball and soccer. It is
played similar to team handball and can
have five-ten players on a team. Men and
women can play and no athletic skill is
required to enjoy it, according to Lovins.

Bowling now costs $350 but is expected to
cost $1,000 when it becomes a major sport,
according to the proposed budget increase
submitted to the committee by Robert L.
Case, chairman of health, education and
recreation. This cost is due to the rental of
lanes and equipment from the Student
Center.

The other major sports are football,
basketball, volleyball, soccer and softball.
There are 35 activities offered to men,
women and co-recreation participants, and
according to Lovins, approximately 4,000
students per year use the intramural
facilities. There are four competing
divisions; dormitory, social (fraternities and
sororities), independents and womens.

The purchase of team jerseys is an
important need, according to Lovins, who
said that the purchase of them would help
with team spirit and pride in team activities.

Purchases to replace worn out and stolen
equipment has been included in the request
for more funds. This year one football and
two basketballs have been stolen, said
Lovins.

Students are paid a base fee of $1.75 plus
25 cents for every year after that they have
officiated.

Lovins said that there is a need for
officiating classes on campus. He explained
that at the beginning of each season a clinic is
held for students who are going to officiate at
sports games.

This is helpful, he said, but not enough.
He said he hopes to be able to provide
certification for these students, which, he
explained would be helpful to Marshall and
the community.

Emphasis is changing in intramural
programs throughout the country, accor-
ding to Lovins. Campus recreation
organizations which give students something
to do with their leisure time are becoming
popular and still leave room for intramural
activities, he said.

No fees are charged for the use of
intramural equipment, but the possibility of
a deposit fee, to ensure that all equipment is
returned, has been discussed, Case said.

There is no board for student input into
intramural programs except an informai
board for student complaints.

“We are asking for student financial
support,” Lovins said. His salary is paid
from the department of health, education
and recreation.

The move to the multi-purpose facility will
create a need for larger facilities and more
equipment that we hope to be ready for, said
Case.
