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proposed arena

construction bids

CHARLESTON — Bids for construction
of Marshall’s proposed multi-purpose
physical education facility/arena were re-
jected Tuesday by the Board of Regents.

The' BOR also allocated $1,050,000 for
campus development at MU from a special
capital improvement fund created by the
1971 state legislature.

The arena rejection had been anticipated
since low bids on the project were more than
$3 million over the proposed budget.
Although construction costs on the facility
were budgeted at $16,590,000, low bids
ranged from $20,100,000 to $21,250,000.

Plans for the project were resubmitted to
the architects for redesign to bring the
building within budget guidelines.

Russell L. Isaacs of Charleston, chairman
of the BOR’s facilities committee, said he
was “extremely disappointed” the bids
exceeded budget limitations so greatly.

“Shoot, you can throw darts at a dart
board and get closer than that,” he said.

Richard D. Kanakanui,, a consulting
architect from Beckley, was retained as a
liaison between the BOR and Bennett-
Eggers Group, architects for redesign and
rebidding of the project.

And in its other Marshall-related action,
the Regents specified that the $1,050,000

capital outlay would be used for design fees
for an addition to Science Hall, relocation of
tennis courts and purchase of property.

However, property acquisition would be
“just incidental as it becomes available” and
will not involve condemnation, according to
Elwin Bresette, vice chancellor for finance
and facilities.

The tennis court relocation is planned to
make room for the proposed multi-purpose
facility.

The projects will be_funded by a $9.7
million improvement fund. The allocation is
pending legislative approval and statewide
collection of student registration.

In other action related to MU, the board:

—Accepted as complete the installation of
SuperTurf at Fairfield Stadium at a cost of
$386,920.

—Agreed to terminate the associate in
applied sciences degree in engineering
technology at Marshall with the option that
it may be resubmitted for approval later.

Recommended by the university, the
move had been caused by declining
enrollments, facilities and the number of
faculty needed for the program.

—Determined that programs in safety
education statewide be subjected to a one-
year review to determine tl}eir need.

Twelve pizzas will be given to the male
residence hall floor and the female residence
hall floor donating the largest percentage of
blood.  An football autographed by
Marshall football players will be awarded to
the winning fraternity, and a basketball
autographed by members of MU’s basket-
ball team will be awarded to the winning
sorority.

A plaque recognizing the honorary,
special interest group, fraternity and sorority
that contribute the largest percentages of
blood will be placed in MSC.

The University Planning Council is
revising a statement on the role, scope, and
mission of Marshall University in the next
five years.

The Board of Regents has asked for this
state-wide plan, said Dr. James O. Nichols,
the director of institutional planning and
research.

The council was formed -earlier this
semester by MU President Robert B. Hayes,
Nichols said. Five faculty members and one
student representative comprise the com-
mittee.

The first draft of the council’s proposal is
being prepared, Nichols said. When the final
form is completed, it will be sent to Student
Government, the University Advisory
Board, and to various other sub-committees,
Nichols said.
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A tentative schedule indicates that an
architectural and engineering contract will
be awarded later this month, according to
U.S. Sen. Jennings Randolph, D-W.Va.,
who made the announcement of the VA’s
action.

issued next July, with a contract expected by
September.

“We’ve obviously been expecting (the VA
approval) for quite some time,” according to
Dr. Robert W. Coon, director of the medical
school. “It means that we’re still right on the
projected schedule for completion of the
education building.”

MU’s future being revised

The first draft must be completed by the
end of this semester, he said. Hayes will have
final approval of the draft and then it will be
shipped to the Board of Regents for its
approval, Nichols added.

Enrollment patterns have also been
projected for the next five years, he said. “In
terms of overall enrollment, the number of
foreign students on campus will not in-
crease,” Nichols said.

Currently, 175 foreign students attend
school at MU, he said. The university must
provide support services to these students,
such as special English classes, Nichols
added.

The number of out-of-state students has
not changed drastically in the last four or five
years, he said. As of the fall of 1977 11,193
students were attending Marshall, and 10 to

12 percent of these students were from out-
of-state, Nichols said.

Enrollment from eastern New England is
down, but a slight increase in the number of
students from Kentucky and Ohio will
occur, he added.

“The main reason that most of our full-
time, first-time freshmen come from Wayne,
Kanawha, and Cabell counties is because of
the closeness of the university,” Nichols said.

A lot of commuters attend Marshall and the

. proximity of the campus is appealing to

many, he said.

A tuition reciprocation plan is currently
being discussed, he said. “Selected counties
in Kentucky, Ohio, and West Virginia would
be allowed to go to other schools out of their
state and pay only in-state tuition,” Nichols
said. This is a state-level, Board of Regents
decision and has been discussed before, he
added.

It’s very good news,” according to James
DeNiro, hospital administrator. “It’s
another step forward in the actual physical
facilities” for the center.

The VA is funding the project. Once
completed, the building will be leased. to
Marshall’s medical school.

DeNiro called the VA's approval a
jumping of “another of the major hurdles.”

Construction of medical school facilities is
“progressing at an encouraging pace,”
Randolph added.

Plans call for construction of a three-story
addition to the west side of building No. [2 at
the VA complex in Wayne County.

The facility will house administrative
offices, classrooms, laboratories, supply
rooms, library facilities and research and
training areas.

Football coaches disagree with McMullen

Three MU assistant football coaches told The
Parthenon Tuesday they openly disagree with Direc-
tor of Athletics Joe McMullen on several issues
surrounding his decision not to renew the contract of
head coach Frank Ellwood and his staff.

Defensive line coach Don Arthur, defensive end*
coach Don Caldwell and offensive backfield coach Bil!
Gary anneunced their displeasure that the announce-
ment was made before the season ended.

“Something they could have done was at least wait
until the end of the season,” Arthur said.

“] think it would have been more professional to
wait until the end of the season,” Gary agreed. “They
could have done that out of respect for the coaches,
players and university. We have one game to go »

Caldwell said if he were the athletic director, “I
would have waited until the season was over. Nothing

has been gained by making the announcement this
week. | know they want to get started looking for a
new coach now, but I can’t see where one week is going
to make any difference.

McMullen said he made the announcement prior to
Saturday’s game at East Carolina for several reasons.
“First, out of fairness to the coaches — the decision
had already been made. Secondly, when we scheduled
East Carolina a year ago he (coach Ellwood) was
concerned because he said it was a tough game added
to an already tough schedule. At that timé I told him
this game would not be counted in his evaluation as
head football coach.”

The three coaches agreed that the decision not to
rehire Ellwood and his staff was based on the team’s
won-lost record. The Thundering Herd has won nine
and lost 34 in four seasons under Ellwood.

“The big thing is whether you win or lose.” Caldwell
said. “We could be 5-5 right now. We are definitely a
better football team than our record indicates. We
have came out on the short end of four close ball
games that we were in from the start. We played toe-

to-toe with U.T. Chattanooga and they are the best
team in the conference.”

Caldwell and Gary also disagreed with McMullen's
statement that Marshall is not a fundamentally-sound
football team.

*I thought we were fundamentally sound becausc |
know how much time we spend on fundamentals each
week,” Caldwell said.

According to Gary, “Our football players werce
fundamentally sound. [ don’t know how he could
make that statement because he’s not a coach.™ Gary
said.

*] kind of had an idea of what was to come because
of our won-loss record, said Gary. a graduate assistant

- at OU before coming to Marshall in 1975.*But it looks

like they just could have said, ‘Look. we will be
evaluating vou and making an announcement after the
last game of the season,’ instead of this.”

“The problem here is a number of things, not totally
the coaches.” Gary continued. *1 would think they
would have a personal courtesy toward the people
they hired. People have to have a mutual respect for
one another. We tried to do a job. but if you look at

the won-lost record it doesn’t show the job we have
done.”

“Frank Ellwood is a super person. | came to
Marshall four years ago for one reason and that was
my lovalty to Frank Ellwood.” he said.

Gary said he was unsure of his future.

“I really don't know what I'lldo now.” he said. “I've
been involved with football for a long time now and |
don’t know if I will be able to get away from it. But
then | think of how much time we've put into it and the
pay is not that good and 1 would be able to spend more
time at home with another job so another field is a
definite possibility.”

Caldwell, a former assistant coach at Xenia (Ohio)
High School, told The Parthenon his future is
uncertain, “I'm not sure what to do, I'm undecided. If
1 decide to stay in college football coaching I'm sure |
could find a better job at a bigger university. | came to
Marshall because of Frank Ellwood. 1don’t know if
any one else would have given me the opportunity to
coach on the college level. There aren’t many Frank
Ellwood’s around. He's just a great person,” he added.

MU President Robert B. Hayes, however, denied on
Monday that he had made the remarks quoted in the
article.

Arthur said he was not disappointed with -the
decision. “I'm disappointed for one reason and onc
reason only because we didn’t  because we didn't
have the opportunity to finish the job.

Caldwell said he was surprised'with the decision ol a
column he read in the Charleston Gazette Sunday.,
I'he article indicated Ellwood had the support ol the
Marshall administration.

“I can say this about Marshall University: if they're
ever going to win in football here they're going to have
to have a hell of a lot more support (from the
administration) than they've got now.” the former
East Bank High School coach said.

“If 1 had it to do over again, | would do itagain.” he
said. * The only reason | came here is for that man
(Ellwood).”

Arthur came to Marshall four years ago after
coaching at East Bank, where his teams won two Class
AAA state championships in 1971 and 1973.
